 Floor Party – advertise this well – music as part of that! 
 

 Select times of year – e.g. 3-4 years. 
 

 Cooperate/collaborate with Muslim, Jewish and Christian faith and focus on 
climate change, U of T – Multi-faith Council, series of speakers

 “How do I get in?” as a key question.  How do we get in to condos?  How do 
condo dwellers get in to Redeemer?
